LUusrbeBu n metoa papa:

Savamala is known for its heavy and continues traffic, for the apparent lack of local communities, for the
prostitution and night life. A constant flux of goods and people. Many seem to cross Savamala, but very
few seem to stay. With the ‘A sense of place’ workshop we would like to think of reasons for which people
would like to stay in Savamala. We will try to create places. A place is not just a location or a space. A
place is loaded with functions, expectations and symbolism. A place is relevant and dear to its users.

One of the main factors for creating, maintaining or ruining places are the local inhabitants. Even-though
they seem to be an anonymous group in Savamala, they do exist. During the workshop we will consider
them as our main client. We will work with them on spaces, which can be transformed into places. In
order to be able to do that, the participants in the workshop will trace the habits of the locals, will locate
suitable spots and will make proposals for interventions in these spots. They will define the specificity of
inhabiting Savamala and will try to work adequately to the local situation. Their goal will be to reinforce
the sense of belonging of the people who live in Savamala by upgrading the spaces, which they associate
themselves with. There is a possibility of realizing some of the proposed ideas.



PesyntaTtu paguoHuue:

The workshop is open to both students, as well as local inhabitants. During the workshop the participants
will have contact with people living in Savamala, with representatives of the municipality of Savski Venac,
with researchers on the subject of social structures in Savamala and with other professionals.

This workshop is a continuation of the Failed Architecture - the case of Savamala event, organised during
the first week of April 2012 at KC Grad. That event had the purpose to inquire into why is Savamala in
such a dilapidated condition. Failed Archtiecture was a historical, but also speculative research into the
processes that have shaped the present condition of the area. This research will be used as a basis for
the workshop ‘A sense of place’.
